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This paper aimed to investigate students’ opinions about learning Prezi and their
first experiences in using Prezi in Higher Education. In this exploratory, qualitative
case study, a total of 13 students were chosen through a purposeful sampling
method. They responded to 10 interview questions that were later analyzed by two
researchers using content analysis. The results demonstrated that students’
experiences in acquiring practical knowledge of Prezi and creating Prezi
presentations could be categorized into four major themes: usability, usefulness,
arrangement and drawbacks. Eleven sub-themes emerged from these major themes
and they were identified as the following easiness, difficulty, future use,
collaboration, accessibility, attractiveness, zoomable user Interface & infinite
canvas, effectiveness & efficiency, customization, cost and language. This study
showed that, although the price and limited language options of Prezi are the
drawbacks, the innovative features of Prezi convert presentations from a boring and
linear fashion into a stimulating, impressive, effective and nonlinear fashion. The
study also revealed that learning and using processes of Prezi are straightforward
for even students who have only used traditional presentation tools such as
PowerPoint.
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Bu makale, yiiksekdgrenimdeki ogrencilerin Prezi'yi 6grenme hakkindaki
diislincelerini ve Prezi'yi kullanma hakkindaki ilk deneyimlerini incelemeyi
amaclamistir.

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Introduction

Cloud computing technologies have been increasingly attracting attention in many fields and their role played
in education has been recognized by educators. Cloud computing technologies have the potential to change the
format of teaching strategies and dissemination to enhance teaching and learning when these technologies are
applied in educational settings (Thomas, 2011). In recent years, advances in cloud computing technologies have
brought new opportunities for teachers and students to utilize contemporary presentation tools constructed on cloud
computing technologies such as Prezi, Powtoon, 280 Slides, Google Slides, etc. These could-based tools make
available to create, edit and store presentations online and change the way of traditional presentation style to design
more effective instructional presentations. Prezi, in particular, has significant features to provide various
pedagogical advantages in comparison with other presentation styles (Duffy, Guerandel, Casey, Malone & Kelly,
2015). It can be effectively and efficiently used to present materials to the students in an innovative way to make
a lecture more meaningful, attractive and memorable (Anderson, 2013). Therefore, students might find Prezi as a
beneficial cloud-based presentation software that offers opportunities for students to close the gap in conveying
information between them and an audience when they design and present presentations via Prezi. In this sense,
this research is an investigation into students’ experience of the use of Prezi.

Prezi

Prezi which was founded in 2009 is a Web 2.0 tool that allows users to create, deliver and store online
presentations. Over 75 million users have registered and created over 360 million prezis worldwide since it’s
launched according to the official Prezi website. A free Prezi viewer is also available for iPhone, iPad and Android
users. Users can view, download and keep their presentations in their mobile devices to practice and present
anytime, anywhere. Prezi allows up to 10 users to collaboratively work on a single presentation.

Prezi provides an infinite canvas which is a large blank workspace in which users can use all the components
of Prezi and create a presentation. The concept of the zooming user interface is one of the main features of Prezi
(Settle, Abrams & Baker, 2011) as it is commonly indicated as a zooming editor presentation tool (Conboy,
Fletcher, Russell & Wilson, 2012) that create a sense of movement through the use of a “pan and zoom” effect
(Bean, 2012). Although Prezi is not an antecedent tool to utilize the infinite canvas or the zooming user interface,
it is a precursor of presentation tools in using these technologies. The integration and arrangement of a variety of
media including text, images, animation, audio, and video can seamlessly be made on the infinite canvas which
shows the entire presentation (Perron & Stearns, 2010). This enables presenters to demonstrate the big picture with
its connections of a presentation (Harris, 2011). The zooming user interface allows zooming in or out in the canvas
to present concepts, ideas and their connections through animating Prezi’s virtual space (Moulton, Turkay &
Kosslyn, 2017), which captures the audience’s attention throughout a presentation (Strasser, 2014).

Advantages of Prezi

Prezi offers a number of advantages for users and Strasser (2014) classifies these benefits into four categories
consisting of creativity, relationships, visualization, and collaboration. First, Prezi can be used as a very creative
tool to design dynamic, attractive and informative presentations (Perron & Steaens, 2010). Prezi promotes
innovative ways of creating a presentation through a limitless zoomable canvas and demonstrating relationships
between the main idea and its supporting details instead of presenting a series of slides in a linear manner. Thus,
it provides opportunities for users to show their creativity in their presentation (Strasser, 2014). Second, one of the
beneficial features of Prezi is to show relationships that allow users to make the conceptual connections between
the parts and the entire topic of a presentation. Prezi presentations can be designed to organize the content in groups
and demonstrate them in linear or nonlinear sequences in an explicit way (Harris, 2011). This helps the audience
to understand the physical, logical and hierarchical relationships of the connected groups of the content and their
details (Perron & Steaens, 2010). Third, beneficial feature of Prezi is visualization. While Prezi provides many
well-designed canvas layouts, users can customize their prezis through using various fonts, colors and visual aids
such as images, animation, audio, and video. The full potential of Prezi can be utilized if it is used as a visual
medium instead of delivering text-heavy Prezi presentations (Strasser, 2014). It can be an effective design tool
using this feature in an appropriate way. Finally, Prezi allows users to collaboratively work on their presentations
(Perron & Steaens, 2010). They can comfortably access their presentations anytime and anywhere online and easily
share them with other users. They can remotely come together to create, edit and present their Prezi presentations.
On the one hand, they can simultaneously work on a presentation such as when a user adds content on canvas in
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real-time, other users can see the added content on their own screens at once. On the other hand, Prezi allows users
to asynchronously collaborate to prepare their presentations. Each user can make changes on a presentation during
their available time and others can see the changes whenever they open the presentation without the restriction of
being in the same place at the same time. Overall, when these features are used in effective ways, Prezi is an
attractive presentation means to capture and hold the audience’s attention throughout a presentation.

Disadvantages of Prezi

Although Prezi has its benefits, it has its drawbacks too. While Prezi offers users to utilize the infinite canvas
and the zooming user interface technologies to expand the size of their canvas and zoom in or out in their canvas,
Diamond (2010) states that inexperienced users might get confused because of the overexploitation of Prezi’s
zooming capabilities. Because it empowers users to create unlimited expandable virtual venues on a single
visuospatial canvas, the presentations are unintendedly overloaded with excessive information. That might also
lead presenters to get lost within Prezi’s infinite canvas while placing information on the canvas. Besides, first-
time users may face difficulties in working with different file types and navigating the Prezi website (Perron &
Steaens, 2010).

Although Prezi allows users to open an account for a free trial, it is a subscription-based service that offers
different options to subscribe to one of a variety of user accounts. The pricing of each account is different, and
each type of accounts provides various features. Some users such as students may not afford the monthly
subscription fee or the high paid account version providing more useful features, even if Prezi offers a discounted
price for students and educators. Different fees for the account types of Prezi can be seen as a major impediment
to using it.

Some users who are accustomed to using traditional presentation tools might be unwilling to begin utilizing
Prezi because of its astatic format of Prezi (Perron & Steaens, 2010). It might seem a bit or too complicated
presentation tool that prevents some users from using it. Although features of Prezi as an effective presentation
tool allow users to create user-defined paths, it may deter some users from using this impressive visual presentation
tool because many first-time users might not struggle with the challenge of designing their-defined paths. Strasser
(2014) cautions that when Prezi is used as commonly used presentation tools that enable users to create a series of
slides in a linear way, users can’t avail the potential benefits of Prezi. Presenting a topic in Prezi using a linear
presentation style might not result in any difference with the use of traditional presentation tools to present the
topic.

Educational Value

Prezi has widely been considered as a useful presentation tool for a variety of settings, specifically educational
settings (Perron & Stearns, 2010). Prezi can be utilized as an effective communication means to build a bridge in
conveying information between a presenter and audience. Bernhardt and Fischer (2006) point out that “the
knowledge conveyed to the listeners increases when there is audience participation and the presenter’s style is
dynamic and engaging” (p. 317). Prezi enables educators to employ various design strategies such as induction or
deduction strategies (Akgiin, Babur & Albayrak, 2016), use a non-linear presentation style illustrating the
relationship among slides, and seamlessly integrate visual aids into the infinitive zoomable canvas, which make a
lecture more meaningful and attractive. The study conducted by Conboy et al. (2012) revealed that second-year
undergraduate students stated that Prezi presentations make lectures more engaging than PowerPoint presentations.

The established relationships in Prezi presentations that systematically show the big picture and the connections
among slides are resemblances to concept maps. Reigeluth (1999) indicates the importance of slide sequencing in
presentations as a potential influence on student learning. Kinchin, Hay and Adams (2000) state that “concept
mapping can be a helpful metacognitive tool, promoting understanding in which new material interacts with the
students’ existing cognitive structure” (p. 44). Mayer (2005; 2009) illustrates the significance and effects of
cognitive load on learning from multimedia within the Cognitive Theory of Multimedia Learning. Chou, Chang
and Lu (2015) studied the effect of delivering lectures with traditional PowerPoint and Prezi presentations on the
learning performance of 78 fifth-grade students from a public elementary school. The results showed that although
there was no significant difference between giving lectures with PowerPoint and Prezi presentations in long-term
retention, the students who received Prezi presentations got a statistically higher score than those who received
traditional presentations.
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Owing to Prezi, educators not only have the ability to show their presentations in a nonlinear presentation style
by creating their own paths but also have the power to utilize the zooming and panning features in order to make
dynamic presentations. Therefore, the rigorous utilization of these capabilities of Prezi and appropriately using the
combination of visual aids in Prezi create unique and engaging presentations that capture and maintain the interest
of students. The study conducted by Virtanen, Mylldrniemi and Wallander (2013) showed that university students
and faculty in a university in Finland indicated that their learning and teaching experience was enhanced by the
use of Prezi. Santiana and Fatimah (2017) explored the use of Prezi to teach English at an Indonesian university.
Their findings demonstrated that the use of Prezi was a beneficial tool that influenced the learning experience in a
positive way by attracting and keeping the students’ attention.

One of the significant features of Prezi is to allow students to work on joint projects without necessarily being
in the same place at the same period of time. As a web-based application, the ability for students to collaborate
with their peers is a beneficial feature of Prezi in educational settings to promote learning (Perron & Steaens,
2010). Prezi can also be seen as an interactive presentation tool for providing learning opportunities to
collaboratively create Prezi presentations, edit slides and share ideas online. Gokhale (1995) states the importance
of collaborative learning that “collaborative learning fosters the development of critical thinking through
discussion, clarification of ideas, and evaluation of others’ ideas” (p.30). The use of Prezi provides opportunities
to promote collaboration among students in terms of analyzing, synthesizing, and evaluating ideas because it
enables students to synchronously or asynchronously co-edit a presentation. Huang (2016) investigated the factors
in the selection of a variety of cloud services including Prezi for collaboratively creating presentations among 119
university students in Taiwan. The findings revealed that Prezi was a helpful tool for students to enhance their
learning when they put their effort into making presentations instead of wasting their time to learn how to use Prezi
in a collaborative learning environment.

Purpose of the Study

The features of Prezi, its pros and cons and specifically its educational value have been discussed in the
previous sections. According to the aforementioned discussions, the fascinating features Prezi provides, the
advantages of Prezi that outweigh its disadvantages and its support on learning and learning processes make Prezi
prominent among presentation tools. Therefore, many studies investigate its impact on learning outcomes, self-
literacy, self-efficacy, academic achievement, cognitive load, etc. by comparing Prezi with traditional presentation
tools or other new brand presentation tools. Akgiin, Babur and Albayrak (2016) compared Prezi and PowerPoint
in terms of their effect on learners’ cognitive load, the level of recall of the learning and conceptual learning.
Conboy et al. (2012) probed the effectiveness of Prezi whether it facilitates learning in higher education. Another
study was conducted by Chou, Chang and Lu (2015) who compared Prezi and PowerPoint in order to evaluate the
impact of these presentation tools on the 78 fifth-grade students’ learning performance. Al-Hammouri (2019)
examined the impact of utilizing Prezi on 128 students’ performance in French Language reading skills. However,
this study focused on students’ thoughts about Prezi from their personal, experiential perspective. While previous
studies investigated various impacts of Prezi in order to evaluate the effectiveness and efficiency of it, this study
comprehensively evaluated Prezi from students’ point of view by revealing their opinions in detail. Thus, the study
aimed to evaluate students’ experience of learning a new presentation tool (Prezi) and their perceptions of utilizing
Prezi while creating and presenting their first presentations.

Method

This study employed a qualitative method in collecting the data. The importance of selecting the qualitative
method was to gain a deeper understanding of students’ first experiences in using the Prezi presentation tool. Patton
(2002) states that the purpose of using qualitative methods obtains the depth of understanding. | established 10
interview questions establish to conduct an in-depth interview and used semi-structured, face-to-face interviewing
as the most suitable research method of revealing students’ perceptions of learning and utilizing Prezi. Each
question was validated by experienced faculty. The focus of the interview questions centered upon the research
question was: What are the students’ perceptions about their first experience of utilizing the Prezi presentation
tool? The interview questions were as follows:

Did you learn how to use Prezi easily? Please explain?

Were the features of Prezi straightforward to use? Please explain?
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Did you face any problems while creating Prezi presentations? Please explain?
What was your favorite feature of Prezi? Why?

What was your disliked feature of Prezi? Why?

Were you satisfied with the collaborative feature of Prezi? Was it beneficial? Why?

Did you use your mobile device to view, practice or present your Prezi? If so, was the use of the mobile device
beneficial? Why?

How the effectiveness of Prezi was in terms of meeting your expectations for creating presentations?
Have your ideas about making presentations changed? Why or why not?
Is there anything else you want to share with me regarding your experience of using Prezi?

A purposeful selection method was chosen to recruit participants in this study. It is a proper method to gather
data for a particular study when a researcher seeks specific individuals who are willing to participate and openly
articulate their experiences and opinions (Bernard, 2002 & Tongco, 2007). Also, the choice of this method requires
a researcher to select specific individuals who meet the specific participation requirements (Patton, 2002). The
population was drawn from the fourth-year undergraduate students enrolled in the primary education program in
Bartin University. The total of 13 students who were eager to share their experiences in a reflective way accepted
to take part in the study. They also met the specific participation requirement of being inexperienced in using the
Prezi presentation tool even though being experienced in creating and presenting many presentations by commonly
used presentation tool, PowerPoint.

It is also important to discuss the context of the present study because different study patterns may result in
different results. Although the group of students chosen for the study was senior university students who have had
many experiences with preparing and presenting presentations, they had very limited or no experience with
software technologies. They are neither interested in technologies, nor have had courses that they were taught any
computer applications. They just took a course that they simply learned Microsoft Office applications including
word processing, presentation and spreadsheet applications in their second year. The learning process of an
educational application even intimidated them and how to deal with this application made them very nervous
although they have used smartphones and laptops for many years. Basically, they feel they are not good at using
technologies.

An exploratory, qualitative case study approach was necessary to obtain a deep understanding of the students’
thoughts, opinions and perceptions about their learning process of Prezi and their exploitation of it during creating
and presenting their first presentations. Semi-structured, face-to-face interview questions were asked to the
students to address the research questions in a real-life context. Yin (1994) points out that “a case study investigates
a contemporary phenomenon within its real-life context, especially between phenomena and context that are not
clearly evident” (p. 13). The aim of the analysis was to elaborately describe and interpret students’ experiences
learning and using Prezi. Ruona (2005) indicates that researchers need to “conduct a rigorous analysis of the data”
(p. 234) to preserve and convey the participants’ opinions when they use qualitative research methods in their
study. In order to protect and interpret the participants’ meanings, an external coder was invited to analyze
interviews. The external coder and | analyzed the data to ensure coding reliability and uncover explicit and implicit
themes from the raw data. Open coding, “the process of breaking down, examining, comparing, conceptualizing,
and categorizing data” (Strauss & Corbin, 1990, p. 61), was used to examine the data. This rigorous analysis that
qualitative research requires enabled the researcher to find out what the students gained differing experiences
during learning Prezi and how these experiences influenced their opinions during utilizing it in a natural, real-life
setting.

Findings

This study documented the students’ opinions about learning Prezi and revealed their first experiences in using
Prezi. Emerging themes extracted from the examination of the raw data are illustrated in Table 1. These themes
were grouped into four categories as follows: usability, usefulness, arrangement and drawbacks. Afterward, eleven
sub-themes emerged from the four classifications. Respectively, the emerging sub-themes are as follows: easiness,
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difficulty, future use, collaboration, accessibility, attractiveness, zoomable user interface & infinite canvas,
effectiveness & efficiency, customization, cost and language.

Language

should be Turkish in language options.

Usability

The usability refers to students’ opinions on whether they found Prezi easy to utilize or not. While two students
mentioned the difficulties to learn how to use Prezi, eleven students stated the easiness of Prezi to become
proficient in making presentations. One of the students who found Prezi arduous to learn accounted for the limited
availability of language options by stating that “it was not easy to use Prezi because the language of the application
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was English”. According to the responses, Prezi was an intriguing presentation tool that motivated the students to
keep learning and it could easily be learned by intuitively trial and error method. After they learned to use Prezi,
they were able to make their presentations much faster, specifically using the Prezi templates coming with different
layouts. As indicated by the student (P7), “even though the visual aspect of Prezi looked complicated, I realized it
was a very practical application when I explored it in detail...The use of the application was pretty simple. I didn’t
face any problems in terms of using it.” One of the prominent results was that eight students explicitly expressed
that they prefer to utilize Prezi in order to create presentations in the future because of its beneficial features. One
of the students (P12) uttered “It supports instruction with visual aids by rejecting traditional means of presenting
the information and provides a modern educational opportunity. Due to these reasons, | will use this application
to prepare my presentations from now on.”

Usefulness

The usefulness refers to students’ thoughts about the beneficial characteristics of Prezi emerged from the
interviews. First of all, all the students were satisfied with the collaborative feature of Prezi. They used Prezi as an
interactive presentation tool to collaboratively create Prezi presentations, add new content, edit slides, see changes
and share ideas anytime and anywhere without necessarily convening in a particular place. The student (P1)
pointed out “I was satisfied with the collaborative feature of Prezi. It is a very beneficial feature. First, it enables
everybody to proceed at their own pace. Also, everybody can work in their home anytime without inevitably
coming together in the same place to make presentations in unison. Finally, group members can see one’s mistake
and inform other friends by editing it.” Second, six students downloaded the Prezi free app in their mobile devices
in order to review, study, edit and/or show their presentations while sitting at a café with/out their friends, going
to the university by bus or walking along the city street by eliminating the boundaries of their computers. One of
the students (P12) stated “I was able to open my presentations whenever I wanted via my smartphone. I had access
to my presentations in order to practice anytime and anyplace. | think this feature is beneficial because of these
reasons.” Finally, ten students found Prezi attractive and engaging in order to grab and keep their audience’s
attention throughout their presentation. The student (P9) stated “I was intimidated before beginning to use Prezi
because slide transitions looked pretty captivating. I thought it was difficult to make a presentation, so I didn’t
want to make one. However, after learning to use Prezi, | realized how making a presentation was easy and
enjoyable. This application looked attractive and professional.”

Arrangement

The arrangement refers to students’ attitudes towards structuring Prezi presentations. First, only three students
mentioned the infinite canvas and zoomable user interface features of Prezi. For instance, the student (P13)
indicated “It was the first time I prepared an unusual presentation by means of Prezi. Its background, direct access
to YouTube videos, emphasizing some areas by zooming and more other features Prezi provides made my
presentations enjoyable.” Another student (P3) indicated “I think the favorite feature of Prezi is that it has unlimited
space and zoomable slide transitions. | have never seen an application making zoomable slide transitions, so | like
this feature so much.” Second, ten students implied the effectiveness and/or efficiency of Prezi in affecting its
message, making presenters look knowledgeable and professional and reducing the amount of time needed for
preparing presentations. The student (P4) remarked “The favorite feature of Prezi is an aesthetical and professional
view for me. This view makes the presenter to be seen knowledgeable in the topic for the presentation and captures
the audience’s attention.” Another student (P8) stated “The features of Prezi made me astonished. I didn’t know
that any presentation tools have such unusual features.” Lastly, nine students praised Prezi for its opportunities
that enable them to modify presentations to suit their needs. The student (P1) uttered “Prezi enabled me to make
modifications on my presentations, freely manage my presentations, preparing unique and entertaining
presentations. Therefore, I was be able to exhibit my difference by making distinctive presentations.”

Drawbacks

The drawbacks refer to any impediments that the students encountered while making presentations. There are
two sub-themes that emerged from this category. Four students indicated the price of Prezi as an impediment that
restricted some features they wanted to benefit from. For instance, one of the students (P7) stated “if you want to
upload a video from your computer, Prezi requires you to upgrade your license type by making payment. I can tell
that I don’t like this.” Six students mentioned an obstacle that they had to use Prezi in English because of its limited
language options. The student (P4) uttered “What I disliked in Prezi was that it was English. I had some difficulties
because I didn’t know English well. I think Turkish should be added to the language options.”
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Discussion and Conclusion

The purpose of this study was to reveal students’ experiences in learning and using Prezi in order to create
Prezi presentations. Although this group of students were not tech-savvy and had only used PowerPoint to prepare
their presentations, most students cited that learning Prezi and making Prezi presentations were practical and
straightforward for first-time users. Also, they underlined its beneficial and varied features and expressed that they
would like to utilize Prezi while creating their presentations in the future.

The usefulness included collaboration, accessibility and attractiveness. Specifically, the students reported that
working together to complete a Prezi presentation is one of the utmost beneficial features Prezi provides. While
most presentation tools don’t enable users to collaboratively work on joint projects with each other (Lichtschlag,
2015), Prezi, cloud-based presentation software, supports collaborative designing and editing, which particularly
promotes learning in educational settings (Perron & Steaens, 2010). This learning opportunity promoted student
engagement in actively constructing knowledge through synchronously or asynchronously creating presentations
without necessarily being in the place at the same time. Besides, rapid technological advancements have made
mobile devices ubiquitous. By means of mobile devices, the use of the Prezi mobile application facilitated
collaboration among students and allowed the students to reach their presentations without being chained to their
computers. Students explicitly stated that they mostly use their smartphones to practice their presentations en route
to giving their presentations. In terms of attractiveness of Prezi, the results illustrated that Prezi helps the students
to be creative and visual thinkers to engage the audience in their presentation by making visually astonishing
presentations. The students indicated that Prezi makes it possible to prepare visually appealing presentations which
align with Duffy et al. (2015) who state that Prezi is a powerful presentation tool that enables users to create
engaging and exciting presentations.

Other revealing findings showed that the concept of the zooming user interface and infinite canvas were the
major features of Prezi that arranged Prezi and made the design of presentation dynamic. The results demonstrated
that the students, rather than creating presentations via PowerPoint, have the ability to seamlessly prepare
appealing presentations by Prezi. Anderson-Williams (2012) states that Prezi users’ presentations become non-
linear because they change their way of thinking while creating presentations. In addition to the major features of
Prezi, when Prezi presentations were thoughtfully and rigorously designed, these presentations became effective
and efficient in terms of capturing and holding audience attention according to the results. This result is consistent
with the experimental study conducted by Lina (2018) who examined whether Prezi is an effective presentation
tool to teach foreign language speaking course. The researcher’s findings showed that the implementation of Prezi
to teach foreign language speaking was effective, specifically more effective than PowerPoint because Prezi
provided opportunities for students to make flexible movement in meaningful organizational patterns in their
presentations. Also, Huang (2016) points out that Prezi allows users to visually show relationships between their
ideas in a systematic and organized manner, which is a more effective presentation style than other traditional
linear presentation tools. In addition to these findings, the results illustrated that Prezi not only provides beneficial
features for the students to create engaging, dynamic and effective presentations but also enables them to easily
customize their presentations. Even ready to use templates could easily and quickly be personalized through
restructuring layouts of templates, adding pictures and videos, editing charts and graphics by the students.

Finally, the cost of Prezi was criticized by the students of the study. The students cited that the price of Prezi
impedes taking full advantage of Prezi. If a user wants to unrestrictedly exploit Prezi, one has to obtain the paid
account version of Prezi. In this sense, the use of traditional free presentation tools might be a cost-effective
approach to conveying the content of the presentation instead of using Prezi as stated by Chou et al. (2015).
Another criticism cited by the students was that Prezi is available in nine languages including English, Italian,
German, Korean, Portuguese, Japanese, Spanish, French, and Hungarian and doesn’t support the Turkish version.
Although to some degree the students were familiar with the English language, the English version impacted on
the learning process of Prezi in a negative way.

Although this study is helpful for understanding teacher candidates’ experiences learning and using Prezi in
order to determine its usability, pros and cons, and educational value in their point of view, there were some
limitations in this study. One of the limitations was that it included only teacher candidates as a sample group in a
higher education context. It is important to compare and contrast different groups of students’ experiences since
different groups might emphasize different advantages and disadvantages of Prezi and praise and criticize different
values of it based on different contexts. Therefore, it can be highly beneficial to make the generalizability of the
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results by conducting similar studies in different samples such as primary, secondary, high school students and
adults for further studies. In addition to that, instead of studying on students in an educational setting, conducting
similar studies on those who are in different fields such as medical, health or business can be repeated to compare
and contrast results in the future.

In conclusion, this study explored students’ experiences in learning and using Prezi from a qualitative
perspective. The results showed that a period of acquiring practical knowledge to use Prezi is short for
undergraduate students who have just used traditional presentation tools. They were also willing to keep drawing
advantage from Prezi to prepare their presentations in the future in order to create effective presentations because
of the many beneficial features Prezi provided. The collaborative feature of Prezi provided opportunities for
students to jointly create a presentation without coming together in the same place and at the same time.
Specifically, the use of Prezi in a mobile device allowed students to take their Prezi presentations with them
anywhere even if there was no internet connection. Prezi was an innovative presentation tool to transform boring
presentations into nonlinear, dynamic, engaging and effective presentations. The customization of Prezi
presentations is uncomplicated, and students felt more knowledgeable and professional about presenting the topic
when they create their presentations in Prezi instead of using commonly used linear presentation tools. However,
it is noted that some useful features of Prezi are available in just paid version account of Prezi and there are limited
language options Prezi supports.
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Yiiksekégrenimdeki Ogrencilerin Prezi'yi Ogrenme ve Kullanma
Deneyimleri

Giris

Bulut bilisim teknolojileri birgok alanda giderek daha fazla dikkat ¢gekmeye baslamis ve egitimde oynadigi rol,
egitimciler tarafindan fark edilmeye baglamistir. Bulut bilisim teknolojileri egitim ortamlarinda yer verildiginde,
bu teknolojiler 6gretme ve dgrenmeyi gelistirmek icin 6gretim stratejileri ve bilgi dagitim bigimlerini degistirme
potansiyeline sahiptir (Thomas, 2011). Son yillarda, bulut bilisim teknolojilerindeki gelismeler 6gretmenler ve
ogrenciler i¢in bulut bilisim teknolojileri tabanh olugturulan Prezi, Powtoon, 280 Slaytlar, Google Slaytlar, vb.
gibi modern sunum araglarini kullanma konusunda yeni firsatlar sunmustur. Bu bulut temelli araclar, ¢evrimici
sunum olusturmaya, diizenlemeye ve depolamaya olanak saglar ve daha etkili 6gretici sunumlar tasarlamak igin
geleneksel sunum stilinin seklini degistirir. Ozellikle Prezi, diger sunum stilleriyle karsilastirildiginda gesitli
pedagojik avantajlar saglayacak onemli 6zelliklere sahiptir (Duffy, Guerandel, Casey, Malone & Kelly, 2015).
Prezi, bir dersi daha anlamli, ¢ekici ve akilda kalict hale getirmek i¢in materyalleri 6grencilere yenilikgi bir sekilde
sunarak etkili ve verimli bir gekilde kullanilabilir (Anderson, 2013). Bu nedenle, 6grenciler Prezi ile sunumlarini
tasarladiginda ve sundugunda, Prezi’yi kendileriyle izleyiciler arasinda bilgi aktarmadaki boslugu kapatmalari i¢in
firsatlar sunan faydali bir bulut tabanli sunum yazilimi olarak bulabilirler. Bu baglamda, bu arastirma dgrencilerin
Prezi kullanimu ile ilgili deneyimleri iizerine bir arastirmadir.

Prezi

2009 yilinda kurulmus olan Prezi, kullanicilarin ¢evrimi¢i sunumlar olugturmasini, sunmasini ve saklamasint
saglayan bir Web 2.0 aracidir. Resmi Prezi web sitesine gore piyasaya siiriildiigiinden bu yana diinya ¢apinda 75
milyondan fazla kullanict kayit yaptirmis ve 360 milyondan fazla prezi olusturmustur. [Phone, iPad ve Android
kullanicilari i¢in icretsiz bir Prezi goriintiileyici de bulunmaktadir. Kullanicilar istedikleri zaman, istedikleri yerde
pratik ve sunum yapmak i¢in sunumlarin1 mobil cihazlarinda goriintiileyebilir, indirebilir ve saklayabilirler. Prezi,
10 kullaniciya kadar kullanicinin tek bir sunumda birlikte ¢alismasina olanak tanir.

Prezi kullanicilarina, Prezi'nin tiim bilesenlerini kullanabildigi ve bir sunum olusturabildigi genis ve bos bir
calisma alani olan sonsuz bir tuval saglar. Yakinlastirilabilir kullanici arayiizii kavrami, Prezi'nin ana
ozelliklerinden biri olup (Settle, Abrams & Baker, 2011), kaydirma ve bilyiiltme efektleri kullanarak hareket hissi
veren (Bean, 2012), genel olarak yakinlastirilabilir diizenleyici sunum araci olarak belirtilmistir (Conboy, Fletcher,
Russell & Wilson, 2012). Prezi, sonsuz tuval veya yakinlagtirilabilir kullanici arayiiziinii kullanan 6nciil bir arag
olmasa da, bu teknolojilerin sunum araglarinda kullanilmasinin 6nciisiidiir. Sorunsuz bir sekilde metin, goriinti,
animasyon, ses ve video gibi ¢esitli iletisim dgelerinin entegrasyonu ve diizenlenmesi, sunumun tamamini gésteren
sonsuz tuvalde yapilabilir (Perron & Stearns, 2010). Bu, sunum yapan kisiye sunumunu alt basliklariyla
iligskilendirerek sunumun biitiinlinii géstermesine imkan verir (Harris, 2011). Yakinlastirilabilir kullanici arayiizii,
Prezi’nin sanal boslugunda kavramlari, fikirleri ve kavram fikir iligkilerini canlandirma yoluyla sunmak igin
tuvalde yakinlastirma veya uzaklastirma imkani verir (Moulton, Turkay & Kosslyn, 2017), ki bu sunum boyunca
dinleyicilerin dikkatini ¢eker (Strasser, 2014).

Prezi’nin Avantajlar

Prezi, kullanicilar i¢in bir dizi avantajlar sunar ve Strasser (2014) bu avantajlar1 yaraticilik, iliskiler,
gorsellestirme ve isbirliginden olusan dort kategoride smiflandirir. Ilk olarak, Prezi dinamik, g¢ekici ve
bilgilendirici sunumlar tasarlamak i¢in ¢ok kreatif bir ara¢ olarak kullanilabilir (Perron & Steaens, 2010). Prezi,
siirsiz yakinlastirilabilir tuval araciligiyla sunum olusturmanin yenilik¢i yollarini destekler ve bir dizi slayti
dogrusal bir sekilde sunmak yerine ana fikir ile ana fikri destekleyici ayrintilar arasindaki iligkileri gdsterir.
Boylece, kullanicilara kreatif becerilerini sunumlarinda gostermeleri icin firsatlar sunar (Strasser, 2014). Ikincisi,
Prezimin faydali 6zelliklerinden biri, kullanicilarin bir sunumun béliimleri ile tiim konu arasinda kavramsal
baglantilar kurmasina olanak saglayan iliskileri gdstermesidir. Prezi sunumlari, icerigi gruplar halinde diizenlemek
ve dogrusal veya dogrusal olmayan diziler halinde agik bir sekilde gostermek i¢in tasarlanabilir (Harris, 2011).
Bu, izleyicinin icerikle ilgili igerik gruplarinin fiziksel, mantiksal ve hiyerarsik iliskilerini ve detaylarini
anlamalarma yardime1 olur (Perron & Steaens, 2010). Prezi'nin ti¢iincii bir faydal 6zelligi gorsellestirmedir. Prezi
pek ¢ok iyi tasarlanmis tuval diizeni (sablon) sunarken, kullanicilar ¢esitli yazi tipleri, renkleri ve animasyon, ses
ve videolar gibi gorsel yardimcilari kullanarak Prezi sunumlarini kisisellestirebilirler. Prezi'nin tam
potansiyelinden metin agirlikli sunumlar hazirlamak yerine Prezi gorsel bir arag olarak kullaniliyorsa faydalanilir
(Strasser, 2014). Bu o6zelligi uygun bir sekilde kullanilarak etkili bir tasarim araci olabilir. Son olarak, Prezi,
kullanicilarin sunumlari {izerinde isbirligine dayali olarak caligmasina izin verir (Perron & Steaens, 2010).



Ustun

Cevrimi¢i olarak sunumlarina her zaman ve her yerde rahatga erisebilir ve diger kullanicilarla kolaylikla
paylasabilirler. Kullanicilar Prezi sunumlarini olusturmak, diizenlemek ve sunmak i¢in fiziksel olarak bir araya
gelmeden de toplanabilirler. Bir yandan, kullanicilar bir sunum {izerinde es zamanli olarak ¢alisabilirler 6rnegin
bir kullanici tuval {izerine ger¢ek zamanli icerik eklediginde, diger kullanicilar eklenen igerigi ayni anda kendi
ekranlarindan gorebilirler. Ote yandan, Prezi, kullanicilarina sunumlarini hazirlamak icin eszamanl olmadan
igbirligi yapma imkani verir. Her kullanict uygun oldugu zamanlarda sunumda degisiklik yapabilir ve diger
kullanicilar ayn1 anda ayni yerde bulunma kisitlamasi olmadan sunumu agtiginda degisiklikleri gorebilir. Genel
olarak, bu ozellikler etkili bir sekilde kullanildiginda, Prezi, sunum boyunca izleyicinin dikkatini ¢ekmek ve sabit
tutmak icin ilgi ¢ekici bir sunum aracidir.

Prezi’nin Dezavantajlari

Prezi'nin faydalar1 olmasina ragmen, dezavantajlart da vardir. Tuvalin boyutunu genisletmek ve tuvalde
yakinlagtirma veya uzaklastirma yapmak i¢in Prezi kullanicilarina sonsuz tuval ve yakinlastirilabilir kullanici
arayiiz teknolojilerini kullanabilmelerini saglarken, Diamond (2010) deneyimsiz kullanicilarin Prezi’nin
yakinlagtirma/uzaklastirma imkanlarini asirt kullanmalari nedeniyle kafalarinin karisabilecegini belirtiyor. Ciinkii
Prezi kullanicilara tek bir gorsel tuval {izerinde sinirsiz genisletilebilir sanal alanlar olusturabilme olanagi
sagladigindan, sunumlar gereginden fazla bilgi ile istemeden asir1 yiiklenilebilinir. Bu ayn1 zamanda sunum yapan
kisilerin tuval iizerinde bilgi verirken Prezi'nin sonsuz tuvalinde kaybolmasina neden olabilir. Ayrica ilk kez
kullananlar, farkli dosya tiirleriyle ¢aligsma ve Prezi web sitesinde gezinme konusunda zorluklarla karsilasabilirler
(Perron & Steaens, 2010).

Prezi, iicretsiz deneme igin kullanicilara hesap agma izni vermesine ragmen, ¢esitli kullanici hesaplarindan
birine abone olmak igin farkli segenekler sunan abonelik tabanli bir hizmettir. Her hesabin fiyati farklidir ve her
hesap tiirii ¢esitli 6zellikler sunar. Prezi, 6grenciler ve egitimciler i¢in indirimli bir fiyat sunsa bile, 6grenciler gibi
bazi kullanicilar aylik abonelik {icretini veya daha kullanisli 6zellikler sunan yiiksek iicretli hesap siirlimiinii
karsilayamayabilirler. Prezi hesap tiirleri igin farkli ticretler, Prezi’yi kullanmanin 6niinde biiyiik bir engel olarak
goriinebilir.

Geleneksel sunum araglarini kullanmaya aliskin olan bazi kullanicilar, statik olmayan Prezi formati nedeniyle
Prezi'yi kullanmaya baslamak istemeyebilirler (Perron & Steaens, 2010). Prezi, bazi kullanicilarin Prezi’yi
kullanmasin1 engelleyen biraz veya ¢ok karmasik bir sunum araci gibi goriinebilir. Etkili bir sunum araci olarak
Prezi’nin 6zellikleri kullanicilarina kendilerinin tanimladigi yollar olusturmasina ragmen bazi kullanicilar bu
etkileyici gorsel sunum aracimi kullanmaktan vazgecebilir, ¢linkii ilk defa kullanan pek ¢ok kullanici kendi
olusturacagi yollar1 tasarlama zorlugu ile miicadele edemeyebilir. Strasser (2014), kullanicilara bir dizi slayti
dogrusal sekilde olusturmalarina olanak taniyan yaygin olarak kullanilan sunum araglari gibi Prezi kullanildiginda,
kullanicilarin Prezi'nin olasi avantajlarindan yararlanamayacagi konusunda uyarmaktadir. Konuyu dogrusal
sunum stili kullanarak Prezi'de sunmak, konuyu sunmak i¢in geleneksel sunum araglarimin kullanilmasi ile higbir
farkla sonuglanmayabilir.

Egitim Degeri

Prezi, 6zellikle egitim ortamlar1 olmak {izere ¢esitli ortamlarda kullanisli bir sunum araci olarak kabul edilir
(Perron & Stearns, 2010). Prezi, sunum yapan Kkisi ile izleyici arasinda koprii olusturarak bilgi aktariminda etkili
bir iletisim arac1 olarak kullanilabilir. Bernhardt ve Fischer (2006) “izleyici katilimi oldugunda ve sunucunun
anlatim tarzinin dinamik ve ilgi ¢ekici oldugunda dinleyicilere aktarilabilen bilginin arttigim” (s. 317) ifade
etmektedir. Prezi, egitimcilerin tiimevarim veya tiimdengelim stratejileri gibi ¢esitli tasarim stratejileri
kullanabilmelerine (Akgiin, Babur & Albayrak, 2016), slaytlar arasindaki iligkiyi gosteren dogrusal olmayan bir
sunum stilini kullanabilmelerine ve gorsel yardimei araglar sorunsuz bir sekilde yakinlastirilabilen sonsuz tuval
iizerine entegre edebilmelerine olanak verir, ki bu ders anlattminin daha anlamli ve ilgi ¢ekici olmasini saglar.
Conboy ve digerleri (2012) tarafindan yapilan arastirma, ikinci sinif lisans 6grencilerinin Prezi sunumlarinin ders
anlatimlarin1 PowerPoint sunumlarina gore daha ilgi ¢ekici hale getirdigini belirttiklerini ortaya ¢ikarmistir.

Genel goriiniimii ve slaytlar arsindaki baglantilar1 sistematik bir sekilde gosteren Prezi sunumlarinda kurulan
iligkiler kavram haritalarina benzer. Reigeluth (1999) slayt siralamasimin sunumlardaki 6nemini, d6grencinin
O0grenmesine potansiyel etkisi olarak ifade eder. Kinchin, Hay ve Adams (2000), ‘“kavram haritalamanin,
6grencilerin mevcut biligsel yapilar ile yeni materyalin etkilesime girerek anlamay1 destekleyen yardimer bir
bilisiistii ara¢ olabilecegini” belirtmektedir (s. 44). Mayer (2005; 2009), Multimedya Ogrenmelerinde Bilissel
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Kuram ile 6grenme iizerindeki biligsel yiikiin ¢oklu ortamdaki 6nemini ve etkilerini géstermektedir. Chou, Chang
ve Lu (2015), geleneksel PowerPoint ve Prezi sunumlart ile verdigi derslerin, bir devlet ilkdgretim okulundaki 78
kisilik besinci sinif 6grencilerinin 6grenme performansi iizerindeki etkisini ¢aligmistir. Sonuglar, bilgilerin akilda
kalmasi agisindan PowerPoint ve Prezi sunumlari ile verilen derslerin arasinda anlamli bir fark olmamasina
ragmen, Prezi ile islenen derslerdeki Ogrenciler, dersleri geleneksel sunumlarla islenen Ogrencilere gore
istatistiksel olarak daha yiiksek puan aldiklarini géstermistir.

Prezi sayesinde, egitimciler yalnizca kendi yollarini olusturarak sunumlarini dogrusal olmayan bir sunum
tarzinda gosterme yetenegine sahip degildir, ayn1 zamanda dinamik sunumlar hazirlamak icin yakinlagtirma ve
kaydirma 6zelliklerini kullanma giicline de sahiptirler. Bu nedenle Prezi’nin bu imkanlarindan dikkatli bir sekilde
yararlanarak ve Prezi’de diizenlenmis gorsel yardimci araglar uygun bir sekilde kullanilarak 6grencilerin ilgisini
elde eden ve koruyan benzersiz ve dikkat ¢ekici sunumlar olusturulur. Virtanen, Mylldrniemi ve Wallander (2013)
tarafindan yapilan ¢alisma, Finlandiya'daki bir tiniversitedeki lisans 6grencilerinin ve §gretim liyelerinin 6grenme
ve 6gretme deneyimlerinin Prezi kullanimi ile gelistigini bildirdiklerini ortaya ¢ikarmistir. Santiana ve Fatimah
(2017), Endonezya’daki bir iiniversitede Ingilizce dgretmek igin Prezi'nin kullanimini arastirnuslardir. Bulgular,
Prezi kullaniminin 6grencilerin dikkatini ¢ekerek ve tutarak 6grenme deneyimini olumlu ydnde etkileyen yararlt
bir ara¢ oldugunu kanitlamistir.

Prezi'nin 6nemli 6zelliklerinden biri, 6grencilerin ayn1 zamanda ayni yerde olmalarini gerektirmeden ortak
projelerde ¢alismalarina olanak saglamasidir. Web tabanli bir uygulama olarak, 6grencilerin akranlariyla isbirligi
yapma becerisi, Prezi'nin 6grenmeyi tesvik etmek i¢in egitim ortamlarindaki yararli 6zelligidir (Perron & Steaens,
2010). Prezi ayrica, isbirligi i¢cinde Prezi sunumlari olusturmak, slaytlari diizenlemek ve fikirleri gevrimigi
paylasmak icin Ogrenme firsatlar1 saglayan etkilesimli bir sunum araci olarak goriilebilir. Gokhale (1995),
isbirlik¢i 6grenmenin dnemini su sekilde ifade etmistir “tartigma yoluyla elestirel diisiinmenin gelisimini, fikirlerin
aydinlatilmasini ve fikirlerin degerlendirilmesini isbirligine dayali 6grenme tesvik eder” (s.30). Prezi kullanimi,
fikirleri analiz etme, sentezleme ve degerlendirme anlaminda Ggrenciler arasinda isbirligini desteklemek igin
firsatlar saglar ¢iinkii 6grencilerin sunumlarini eszamanli veya eszamansiz olarak birlikte diizenlemelerine imkan
verir. Huang (2016), Tayvan'daki 119 {iniversite 6grencisi arasinda igbirligine dayali sunumlar olusturmak igin
Prezi dahil ¢esitli bulut hizmetlerinin se¢imindeki faktorleri arastirmistir. Bulgular, isbirlik¢i bir 6grenme
ortaminda &grencilerin zamanlarini Prezi’yi nasil kullanacaklarint 6grenerek bosa harcamak yerine gayretlerini
sunum yapmaya sarf ettiklerinde, 6grencilerin dgrenmelerini arttirmak igin Prezi'nin faydali bir ara¢ oldugunu
ortaya koymustur.

Calismanin Amaci

Prezi'nin 6zellikleri, artilar1 ve eksileri ve 6zellikle egitim degerine 6nceki boliimlerde deginilmistir. Deginilen
bu konulara gore, Prezi'nin sagladigi etkileyici 6zellikler, Prezi'nin dezavantajlarindan agir basan avantajlari ve
Ogrenme ve ogrenme siireclerine destegi, Prezi'yi sunum araglar1 arasinda 6ne plana ¢ikarmaktadir. Bu nedenle,
Prezi'yi gelencksel sunum araglart veya diger yeni sunum araglari ile karsilastirarak ogrenme ¢iktilari, 6z
okuryazarlik, 6z yeterlik, akademik basari, bilissel yiik vb. lizerindeki Prezi’nin etkisini arastiran birgok ¢alisma
yapilmistir. Prezi ve PowerPoint'i, 6grencilerin bilissel yiikleri, 6grendiklerini ve kavramsal 6grenmeleri hatirlama
diizeyleri tizerindeki etkileri bakimindan Akgiin, Babur ve Albayrak (2016) karsilastirmistir. Conboy ve dig.
(2012), yiiksekdgretimde Ogrenmeyi kolaylastirip kolaylastirmadigina dair Prezi'nin etkinligini aragtirmistir.
Chou, Chang ve Lu (2015) tarafindan yapilan diger bir arastirmada, Prezi ve PowerPoint sunum araglarinin besinci
smifta okuyan 78 6grencinin 6grenme performanslari tizerindeki etkisini degerlendirmek i¢in bu sunum araglarini
karsilastirmigtir. Prezi kullaniminin, 128 6grencinin Fransiz Dili Okuma beceri performansi tizerindeki etkisini El
Hammouri (2019) incelemistir. Fakat, bu ¢aligma 6grencilerin Prezi hakkindaki diigiincelerini kisisel, deneyimsel
bakis agisindan ele almistir. Daha dnceki ¢aligmalar, Prezi’nin etkinligini ve verimliligini degerlendirmek igin
Prezi'nin ¢esitli etkilerini arastirirken, bu ¢alisma 6grencilerin diisiincelerini ayrintilariyla ortaya ¢ikararak Prezi'yi
onlarin goziinden kapsamli bir sekilde degerlendirmistir. Boylece, ¢alisma dgrencilerin yeni bir sunu programi
(Prezi) ogrenme deneyimlerini ve ilk sunumlarini olustururken ve sunarken Prezi'yi kullanma algilarini
degerlendirmeyi amaglamistir.

Yontem

Bu ¢alismada verilerin toplanmasi i¢in nitel bir yontem kullanilmistir. Nitel yontemi se¢gmenin Onemi,
6grencilerin Prezi sunum aracimi kullanmadaki ilk deneyimlerini daha derinden anlamay: elde etmektir. Patton
(2002), nitel yontemleri kullanma amacini anlam derinligini elde etmek olarak belirtir. Derinlemesine goriisme
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yapmak i¢in 10 gériigme sorusu arastirmaci tarafindan olusturulmus ve dgrencilerin Prezi'yi 6grenme ve kullanma
algilarim1 ortaya ¢ikarmak i¢in en uygun aragtirma yontemi olarak yari yapilandirilmig yiiz yiize goriigmeleri
yapilmugtir. Deneyimli 6gretim iiyeleri tarafindan her sorunun gegerliligi onaylanmigtir. Goriisme sorularinin odak
noktast su arastirma sorusuna yogunlastirilmistir: Ogrencilerin Prezi sunum aracini kullanmadaki ilk
deneyimlerine iliskin algilari nelerdir? Gortisme sorular1 asagidaki gibidir:

Prezi’yi kullanmay1 kolaylikla 6grendin mi? Liitfen aciklayiniz?

Prezi’nin 6zelliklerini kullanmak basit miydi? Liitfen aciklayiniz?

Prezi sunumlari hazirlarken herhangi bir problem ile karsilastin mi1? Liitfen agiklayiniz?
Senin i¢in Prezi’nin favori 6zelligi nedir? Nigin?

Senin i¢in Prezi’nin begenmedigin 6zelligi nedir? Nigin?

Prezi’nin igbirlik¢i 6zelliginden memnun kaldin m1? Faydali bir 6zellik miydi? Nigin?

Tasinabilir cihazin1 Prezi’ni izlemek, pratik yapmak veya sunmak i¢in kullandin mi? Eger kulland1 isen,
taginabilir cihazini kullanmak faydali miydi? Nigin?

Prezi’nin etkinligi, sunumlar hazirlamada senin beklentini karsilamasi agisindan nasildi?
Sunumlar hazirlama hakkindaki fikirlerin degisti mi? Nigin degisti veya ni¢in degismedi?
Prezi kullanma deneyimin ile ilgili paylagsmak istedigin baska bir sey var mi?

Bu caligmada, katilimcilar1 toplamak i¢in amacli 6rnekleme yontemi kullanilmigtir. Arastirmaci deneyimlerini
ve fikirlerini a¢ik bir sekilde ifade eden ve katilimci olmaya istekli olan belirli bireyler aradiginda, amagli 6rneklem
yontemi veri toplamak i¢in uygun bir yontemdir (Bernard, 2002; Tongco, 2007). Ayrica, bu yontemin se¢imi
aragtirmacinin, belirli katilimc1 kosullarini karsilayan belirli bireyleri segmesini gerektirmektedir (Patton, 2002).
Arastirma evreni, Bartin Universitesi’deki sinif 6gretmenligi programina kayith dérdiincii siif 6grencilerinden
almmustir. Deneyimlerini yansitici sekilde paylagsmaya istekli olan toplam 13 6grenci ¢alismaya katilmayi kabul
etmislerdir. Ayrica 6grenciler yaygin olarak kullanilan PowerPoint sunum aracini kullanarak sunumlar hazirlama
ve sunma konusunda deneyimli olmalarina ragmen, Prezi sunum aracini kullanma konusunda deneyimsiz
olunmasi gerektigi kosulunu da saglamislardir.

Bu ¢alismanin baglamini degerlendirmek de onemlidir, ¢ilinkii farkli ¢aligma modelleri farkli sonuglara neden
olabilir. Arastirma i¢in segilen 6grenci grubu sunum hazirlama ve sunma konusunda deneyim sahibi son sinif
iniversite 6grencileri olmasina ragmen, yazilim teknolojileri {izerine ya sinirli bir deneyime sahip ya da herhangi
bir tecriibeleri olmamustir. Ogrenciler, teknolojilere ilgi duymadiklar gibi, grenim siireclerinde de bilgisayar
uygulamalar1 6grenebilecekleri dersler almamislardir. Sadece dgrenimlerinin ikinci yilinda kelime islem, sunum
ve elektronik tablo uygulamalari dahil olmak {izere Microsoft Office uygulamalarini 6grendikleri bir ders
almuslardir. Uzun yillardir akilli telefonlar ve diziistii bilgisayarlar kullantyor olsalar bile, bir egitim uygulamasinin
O0grenme siireci bile onlarin gozlerini korkutuyor ve bu uygulamayla nasil basa ¢ikilacagini diisiinmeleri onlari
gerginlestiriyordu. Temel olarak, teknolojiyi kullaniminda iyi olmadiklarini diistiniiyorlard.

Ogrencilerin, Prezi'yi 6grenme siireci hakkinda ve ilk sunumlarm olusturma ve sunma surecinde Prezi’yi
kullanabilme hakkindaki diisiinceleri, goriisleri ve algilarim1 derinlemesine bir anlayis elde etmek i¢in kesfedici,
nitel bir vaka caligmasi yaklasimi gerekliydi. Arastirma sorularinin cevaplarmi bulabilmek igin yar1
yapilandirilmis, yliz yilize goriisme sorular1 dgrencilere gergek yasam baglaminda sorulmustur. Yin (1994), “bir
vaka ¢aligmasinin, 6zellikle agik¢a ortaya ¢ikmayan olay ve baglam arasindaki, giincel bir hadiseyi gergek yagam
baglaminda aragtirdigini” belirtmektedir (S. 13). Analizin amaci, &grencilerin Prezi 6grenme ve kullanma
deneyimlerini ayrintili bir sekilde betimlemek ve yorumlamakti. Ruona (2005), arastirmacilarin ¢aligmalarinda
nitel arastirma yontemini kullandiklarinda katilimcilarin goriislerini korumak ve iletmek igin “verilerin titiz bir
analizini yapmalar1” (s. 234) gerektigini belirtmektedir. Katilimeilarin anlamlarini muhafaza edebilmek ve
yorumlayabilmek icin bir digsal kodlayiciya goriismeleri analiz etmesi rica edilmistir. Kodlama giivenirliligini
saglayabilmek, acikca ve dolayli olarak ifade edilen temalar1 ham verilerden ortaya ¢ikarmak i¢in verilerin analizi
dissal kodlayici ve arastirmaci tarafindan yapilmigtir. Ac¢ik kodlama, “verilerin ayristirilma, incelenme,
kargilagtirilma, kavramlastirilma ve kategorize edilme siireci”, (Strauss ve Corbin, 1990, s. 61) veri analizleri i¢in
kullanilmustir. Nitel arastirmanin gerektirdigi bu titiz analiz, arastirmaciya Prezi 6grenimi sirasinda 6grencilerin
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ne gibi farkli deneyimler kazandiklarini ve bu deneyimlerin tabii, gercek yasam durumundaki kullanma sirasinda
fikirlerini nasil etkiledigini ortaya ¢ikarmay1 saglamistir.

Bulgular

Bu calisma, 6grencilerin Prezi 6grenmeye iliskin goriislerini belgelendirmis ve Prezi kullanimlarindaki ilk
deneyimlerini ortaya koymustur. Ham verilerin incelenmesinden ortaya ¢ikarilan temalar Tablo 1'de
gosterilmektedir. Bu temalar belirtildigi gibi dort kategoriye ayrilmistir: kullanilabilirlik, kullanishilik, diizenleme
ve sorunlar. Daha sonra yapilan siniflandirmalardan on bir alt tema ortaya ¢ikmistir. Sirasiyla, ortaya ¢ikan alt
temalar belirtildigi gibidir: kolaylik, zorluk, gelecekteki kullanim, isbirligi, ulasilabilirlik, ¢ekicilik,
yakinlagtirilabilir kullanici arayiizii ve sonsuz tuval, etkinlik ve verimlilik, kisisellestirme, maliyet, ve dil.

Ulagilabilirlik (P8) Bilgisayarlarimizin baginda degilken herhangi bir
yerde sunumlarimizdan bahsederken arkadasim ve ben
sunumlarimizi akilli telefonlarimizdan actik ve baktik. Ayrica,
sunumlarimi goriintiilemek ve pratik yapmaya ek olarak, akill
telefonumdan kendi sunumumu sizinle (6gretim elemant)

lagtim.

Cekicilik baylastim

(P6) Prezi, PowerPoint'ten daha islevsel, kullanisli, pratik
ve renklidir.

Diizenleme Yakinlastirilabilir (P3) Bence, Prezi’nin en favori 6zelligi onun sonsuz

Etkinlik ve (P12) Prezi, sunumlar olugturabilme fikrimi olumlu yonde

Verimlilik degistirdi. Onceden, sunum hazirlamak zorlu bir isti fakat

Dil
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(P11) Dilinin Ingilizce olmasim begenmedim. Ingilizce bir
diinya dili olabilir ancak Ingilizce yeterliligim sadece
baslangi¢ seviyesinde oldugu i¢in Prezi’yi kullanirken zorluk
¢ektim. Dil segeneklerinde Tiirk¢e de olmali.

Kullanilabilirlik

Kullanilabilirlik, dgrencilerin Prezi'yi kullanmanin kolay olup olmadig1 konusundaki fikirlerini ifade eder. iki
ogrenci Prezi'yi nasil kullanacagini 6grenmenin giigliigiine deginirken, on bir 6grenci sunumlar hazirlamada yeterli
olabilmek i¢in Prezi’nin kolayligini belirtti. Prezi'yi 6grenmeyi zor bulmus olan 6grencilerden biri, "uygulama dili
Ingilizce oldugu icin Prezi'yi kullanmak kolay olmadi" diyerek bu zorlugu kisith dil segeneklerinin bulunmasi ile
acikladi. Cevaplara gore, Prezi 6grencileri 6grenmeye devam etmeleri i¢in motive eden ve sezgisel olarak deneme
yanilma yéntemiyle kolayca dgrenilebilecek merak uyandiran sunum aracidir. Ogrenciler, Prezi’yi kullanmayi
ogrendikten sonra Ozellikle farkli tasarimlarla gelen Prezi sablonlarini kullanarak sunumlarini daha hizl
yapabildiler. Ogrencinin belirttigi gibi (P7), “Prezi'nin gorsel yonii karmasik goriinse de, detayli bir sekilde
inceledigimde ¢ok pratik bir uygulama oldugunu fark ettim... Uygulamanin kullanimi oldukga basitti. Kullanma
konusunda herhangi bir sorunla karsilasmadim.” One ¢ikan sonuglardan bir tanesi, sekiz 6grencinin bundan sonra
sunumlar olusturmak i¢in faydali 6zellikleri nedeniyle Prezi'yi kullanmayi tercih edeceklerini acgik¢a ifade
etmeleriydi. Ogrencilerden biri (P12) “Prezi, bilgiyi sunarken geleneksel yollarim1 reddederek, gorsel yardimel
araglarla 6gretimi destekler ve modern bir egitim firsat1 sunar. Bu sebeplerden dolay1 bu uygulamay1 sunumlarimi
hazirlamak i¢in kullanacagim.” diye belirtti.

Kullamshhk

Kullanislilik, 6grencilerin réportajlarindan ortaya ¢ikan Prezi'nin faydali 6zellikleri hakkindaki diistincelerini
ifade eder. Oncelikle, tiim dgrenciler Prezi'nin ortak galisilabilme ozelliginden memnun kaldilar. Ogrenciler
Prezi'yi, belirli bir yerde bir araya gelme zorunlulugu olmadan her zaman ve her yerde isbirligine dayali olarak
Prezi sunumlart olusturmak, yeni igerikler eklemek, slaytlari diizenlemek, degisiklikleri gérmek ve fikirlerini
paylasmak icin etkilesimli bir sunum araci olarak kullandilar. Ogrenci (P1), “Prezi'nin ortak kullanilabilme
dzelliginden memnun kaldim. Cok faydali bir ézellik. ilk olarak, herkesin kendi hizinda ilerlemesine olanak
sagliyor. Ayrica, beraber sunum yapmak i¢in bir araya gelme zorunlulugu olmadan, herkes kendi evinden istedigi
zaman ¢aligabilir. Son olarak, grup tiyeleri yapilan yanlislar1 gorebilir ve diizelterek arkadaslarin bilgilendirebilir.
” dedi. ikincisi, bilgisayarlarin siirliliklarimi ortadan kaldirarak kafede arkadaslariyla beraber veya yalniz
otururken, iiniversiteye otobiis ile giderken veya sokakta yiiriirken, sunumlarini incelemek, ¢aligmak, diizenlemek
ve/veya gostermek icin alt1 6grenci Prezi’nin iicretsiz uygulamasini tagmabilir cihazina indirmistir. Ogrencilerden
bir tanesi (P12) “Akilli telefonum ile istedigim zaman sunumlarimi agabildim. Her zaman ve her yerde pratik
yapabilmek i¢in sunumlarima erisimim vardi. Bu 6zelligin bu nedenlerden dolay1 faydali oldugunu diisiiniiyorum.”
diye belirtti. Son olarak, sunum boyunca izleyicilerin dikkatini yakalayabildigi ve koruyabildigi i¢in on 6grenci
Prezi’yi ilgi ¢ekici ve merak uyandirici buldular. Ogrenci (P9) “Prezi'yi kullanmaya baslamadan énce korktum
¢linkii slayt gecisleri oldukga biiyiileyici goriiniiyordu. Sunum olusturmanin zor oldugunu diisiindiim, bu yiizden
sunum hazirlamak istemedim. Ancak, Prezi'yi kullanmay1 6grendikten sonra sunum yapmanin ne kadar kolay ve
eglenceli oldugunu anladim. Bu uygulama dikkat ¢ekici ve profesyonel goriiniiyordu.” dedi.

Diizenleme

Diizenleme, dgrencilerin Prezi sunumlarini yapilandirmaya yonelik tutumlarmi ifade eder. ilk olarak, sadece
{i¢ 6grenci Prezi'nin sonsuz tuval ve yakinlagtirilabilir kullanici arayiizii zelliklerinden bahsetti. Ornegin, 6grenci
(P13) “Prezi aracilig1 ile ilk defa siradan olmayan bir sunum hazirladim. Prezi’nin arka plani, YouTube videolarina
direk erisimi, biiyiiltiip/kiigiilterek istedigim alanlar1 vurgulayabilmesi ve Prezi sagladigi diger daha bir¢ok 6zelligi
ile sunumlarimi eglenceli hale getirdi.” dedi. Baska bir 6grenci (P3) Prezi'nin en begendigim 6zelligi sinirsiz alana
sahip olmasi ve biiyiiltiilebilir slayt gegisleri. Daha once biiyiiltiilebilir slayt gecisleri olan bir sunum uygulamasi
hi¢ gérmemistim bu yiizden bu 6zelligi ¢ok begendim.” diye belirtti. ikincisi, on 6grenci, Prezi’nin etkinligini
ve/veya verimliligini mesajin igerigini etkilemesi, sunucuyu bilgili ve profesyonel gdstermesi ve sunumu
hazirlamak igin gereken zamani azaltmasi olarak ifade etmislerdir. Ogrenci (P4) “Prezi'nin en begendigim 6zelligi
benim i¢in estetik ve profesyonel bir goriiniisii olmasidir. Bu goriiniis sunucuyu sunumda anlatti1 konuda bilgili
gosterir ve dinleyicilerin dikkatini ¢eker.” diye sdyledi. Bir bagka 6grenci “Prezi'nin 6zellikleri beni sasirtti.
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Herhangi bir sunum aracinin bdyle sira digt 6zelliklere sahip oldugunu bilmiyordum.” diye belirtti. Son olarak,
dokuz 6grenci, Prezi’nin sunumlarini kendi isteklerine gore degistirmelerini saglayan firsatlari nedeniyle Prezi'ye
ovgiide bulundular. Ogrenci (P1) “Prezi, sunumlarimda degisiklikler yapmama, sunumlarimi dzgiirce ydnetmeme,
benzersiz ve eglenceli sunumlar hazirlamama olanak sagladi. Bu nedenle, kendime 6zgii sunumlar hazirlayarak
farkimi gosterebildim” dedi.

Sorunlar

Sorunlar, 6grencilerin sunum yaparken karsilastiklar1 engelleri ifade eder. Bu kategoriden ortaya ¢ikan iki tane
alt tema vardir. Dort 6grenci Prezi'nin fiyatini, yararlanmak istedikleri bazi 6zellikleri kisitlayan bir engel olarak
ifade etti. Ornegin, dgrencilerden biri (P7) “bilgisayarinizdan bir video yiiklemek istiyorsaniz, Prezi, deme
yaparak lisans tiirliniizii yilikseltmenizi zorunlu kilar. Bundan hoglanmadigimi sdyleyebilirim.” dedi. Alt1 6grenci,
Prezi’nin smirli dil segenekleri nedeniyle Prezi'yi ingilizce olarak kullanma zorunlulugundan bahsetti. Ogrenci
(P4) “Prezi'de begenmedigim sey Prezi'nin ingilizce olmasidir. Baz1 zorluklar yasadim ciinkii Ingilizceyi iyi
bilmiyordum. Bence Tiirk¢e de dil segeneklerine eklenmeli” dedi.

Tartisma ve Sonu¢

Bu galismanin amaci, 6grencilerin Prezi sunumlari olusturmak i¢in Prezi'yi 6grenme ve kullanma konusundaki
deneyimlerini ortaya ¢ikarmakti. Her ne kadar bu 6grenci grubu teknolojiyi aktif olarak kullanan bireyler olmasa
ve sunumlarini hazirlamak icin sadece PowerPoint'i kullanmis olsalar da, ¢ogu 6grenci, Prezi’yi 6grenmenin ve
Prezi sunumlar1 olugturmanin ilk kez kullananlar icin bile kolayligindan ve pratikliginden bahsettiler. Ayrica,
Prezi’nin yararli ve gesitli 6zelliklerini vurguladilar ve gelecekte sunumlarini hazirlamak igin Prezi’den
yararlanmak istediklerini ifade ettiler.

Kullanishlik isbirligi, ulasilabilirlik ve cekiciligi icermektedir. Ozellikle, 6grenciler Prezi sunumunu
hazirlamak i¢in birlikte galismanin Prezi'nin sagladig1 en yararh 6zelliklerden biri oldugunu bildirmislerdir. Sunum
araglarinin ¢ogu, kullanicilarin birbirleriyle ortak projeler {izerinde beraber calismasina olanak vermez iken
(Lichtschlag, 2015), bulut tabanli sunum yazilimi olan Prezi, isbirligine dayali tasarimi ve diizenlemeyi destekler,
bu da 6zellikle egitim ortamlarinda 6grenmeyi tesvik eder (Perron & Steaens, 2010). Bu 6grenme firsati, ayni anda
ayni yerde bulunma zorunlulugu olmadan, eszamanli veya eszamansiz olmak iizere sunumlar hazirlama yoluyla
aktif olarak bilgi birikimi olugturmada 6grencilerin katilimlarini tegvik etmistir. Ayrica, hizli teknolojik gelismeler
mobil cihazlarin kullanimini her yerde yayginlastirmistir. Mobil cihazlar sayesinde, Prezi mobil uygulamasinin
kullanim1 &grenciler arasinda isbirligini kolaylastirmis ve ogrencilerin bilgisayarlarina bagimli kalmadan
sunumlarma erismelerini saglamustir. Ogrenciler, sunumlarim yapmaya giderken sunumlarina calismak icin
siklikla akilli telefonlarini kullandiklarini agik¢a belirtmislerdir. Prezi'nin dikkat ¢ekiciligi agisindan, gorsel olarak
sasirtict sunumlar olusturarak seyircileri sunuya dahil etmek icin, Prezi 6grencilere kreatif ve gorsel diisliniir
olabilmede yardimei oldugunu sonuglar gdstermistir. Prezi’nin, kullanicilara ¢ekici ve heyecan verici sunumlar
olugturmalarini saglayan giiglil bir sunum araci oldugunu belirten Duffy ve digerleri (2015) ile uyumlu olarak,
ogrenciler, Prezi’nin gorsel olarak ilgi ¢ekici sunumlar hazirlamayi1 miimkiin kildigini ifade etmislerdir.

Diger aciklayict bulgular, yakimlastirilabilir kullanici arayiizii ve sonsuz tuval kavramlarinin Prezi’yi
diizenleyen ve sunum tasarimini dinamik hale doniistiiren Prezi’nin baslica 6zellikleri oldugunu gostermistir.
PowerPoint kullanarak sunumlar olusturmak yerine, Prezi sayesinde &grencilerin sorunsuz sekilde ilgi cekici
sunumlar hazirlamak i¢in kabiliyetlerinin oldugunu sonuglar géstermistir. Anderson-Williams (2012), Prezi
kullanicilart sunum hazirlarken diisiince tarzlarini degistirdigi i¢in sunumlarinin dogrusal olmayan sunumlar haline
geldigini belirtmektedir. Prezi'nin temel &zelliklerine ek olarak, ¢alismanin sonuglarina goére, Prezi sunumlar1
dikkatlice ve titizlikle tasarlandiginda, bu sunumlar izleyicilerin dikkatini ¢ekebilme ve tutabilme agisindan etkili
ve verimli hale gelmistir. Bu sonug, yabanci dil konusma dersini 6gretmek i¢in Prezi’nin i¢in etkili bir sunum aract
olup olmadigini inceleyen Lina (2018) tarafindan yapilan deneysel c¢alisma ile de tutarhidir. Arastirmacinin
bulgulari, Prezi’nin 6grencilere sunumlarinda anlamli Orgiitsel yapilar dahilinde esnek hareket edilebilme
imkéanlar1 sundugu igin Prezi kullaniminin yabanci dil konusma 6gretiminde etkinligini, 6zellikle PowerPoint
kullanimindan daha etkili oldugunu gostermistir. Ayrica, Huang (2016), geleneksel ve dogrusal sunum
araclarindan daha etkili bir sunum araci olan Prezi’nin, kullanicilarina fikirleri arasindaki iligkileri gorsel olarak
sistematik ve organize bir sekilde sergilemesine izin verdigini ifade eder. Bu bulgulara ek olarak, Prezi'nin
ogrencilere ilgi ¢ekici, dinamik ve etkili sunumlar olusturmasi i¢in sadece kullanigh 6zellikler saglamakla
kalmayip, sunumlarini kolayca kisilestirmelerini sagladigim sonuglar gdstermistir. Ogrenciler sablon diizenlerini
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yeniden yapilandirarak, resim ve videolar ekleyerek, ve ¢izelge ve grafikleri diizenleyerek Prezi’nin sagladig
kullanima hazir gablonlari bile kolaylikla ve hizla kisisellestirilebilir.

Son olarak, arastirmada grenciler tarafindan Prezi'nin maliyeti elestirilmistir. Ogrenciler Prezi'nin fiyatiin
Prezi'den tam anlamryla yararlanmak icin engel teskil ettigini bildirmislerdir. Bir kullanict Prezi'yi sinirsizca
kullanmak istiyorsa, kullanicinin Prezi'nin iicretli siirimiinii almas1 gerekmektedir. Bu anlamda, Chou ve digerleri
(2015) tarafindan belirtildigi gibi Prezi'yi kullanmak yerine geleneksel iicretsiz sunum araglarinin kullanimi
sunumun igerigini aktarmak igin uygun maliyetli bir yaklasim olabilir. Ogrencilerin bahsettigi bir diger elestiri,
Prezi'nin 1ngi1izce, 1ta1yanca, Almanca, Korece, Portekizce, Japonca, Ispanyolca, Fransizca ve Macarca dahil
dokuz dilde mevcut olmasi ve Tiirkge siiriimiinii desteklememesiydi. Ogrencilerin bir dereceye kadar Ingilizce’ye
asina olmalarna ragmen, Ingilizce versiyonu Prezi'nin 6grenme siirecini olumsuz ydnde etkilemistir.

Her ne kadar bu ¢aligma, Prezi’nin kullanilabilirligini, artilarini ve eksilerini ve egitim degerini 6gretmen
adaylariin bakis agisina gore belirlemek i¢in Prezi'yi 6grenme ve kullanma deneyimlerinin anlasilmasina dair
faydali olsa da, bu ¢alismada bazi siurliliklar vardir. Smirliliklarindan bir tanesi, ¢aligmanin yiiksekdgretim
biinyesinde yalnizca 6gretmen adaylarini igeren bir 6rneklem gurubu icermesiydi. Farkli 6grenci gruplarinin
deneyimlerinin kiyaslanmasi ve karsilastiritlmas: 6nemlidir, ¢linkii farkli gruplar Prezi'nin farkli avantajlarim ve
dezavantajlarim1 vurgulayabilir ve farkli baglamlar dahilinde Prezi’nin farkli degerleri 6vebilir ve elestirebilirler.
Bu nedenle, daha sonraki ¢aligmalar i¢in ilkdgretim, ortadgretim, lise &grencileri ve yetigkinler gibi farkl
orneklemler ile benzer ¢alismalar yaparak sonuglarin genellestirebilmek son derece yararli olabilir. Buna ek olarak,
ileri siirecte egitim alanindaki 6grenciler lizerinde ¢alismak yerine, tip, saglik veya isletme gibi farkli alanlarda
olanlar {izerinde benzer ¢alismalar yiiriitmek, sonuglart kiyaslamak ve karsilastirmak i¢in tekrarlanabilir.

Ozetle, bu calisma nitel bir bakis acgistyla Ogrencilerin Prezi'yi dgrenme ve kullanma konusundaki
deneyimlerini arastirmistir. Sonuglar, Prezi'yi kullanmak i¢in pratik bilgi edinme siirecinin sadece gelencksel
sunum araglarini kullanan lisans 6grencileri igin kisa oldugunu gostermistir. Ayrica, etkili sunum olusturabilmek
i¢in Prezi’nin sundugu birgok yararli 6zellik oldugundan, grenciler ileriki donemlerde de sunumlarini hazirlamak
icin Prezi’den istifade etmeye isteklidirler. Prezi'min isbirlik¢i 6zelligi, 6grencilere ayni yerde ve ayni anda bir
araya gelmeden ortak sunumlar hazirlamalari i¢in firsatlar sunmustur. Bilhassa, bir mobil cihazda Prezi kullanimi,
internet baglantis1 olmasa bile, 6grencilerin Prezi sunumlarini her yere beraberlerinde gétiirmelerini saglamistir.
Prezi, sikict sunumlari dogrusal olmayan, dinamik, ilgi ¢ekici ve etkili sunumlara doniistiirmek igin yenilik¢i bir
sunum aracidir. Prezi sunumlarimin kisilestirilebilmesi karmasik degildir ve siklikla kullanilan dogrusal sunum
araglarin1 kullanmak yerine, 6grenciler Prezi ile sunumlar hazirladiklarinda kendilerini anlattiklari konuda daha
bilgili ve profesyonel hissetmiglerdir. Bununla birlikte, Prezi'nin baz1 kullanigh 6zelliklerinin de Prezi'nin yalnizca
ticretli siirlimiinde mevcut oldugu ve Prezi'nin destekledigi sinirl dil segenekleri oldugu bilinmelidir.
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
